	A resident reported that the village roads need sweeping as the drains are getting blocked.

	Police Report – PCSO Conopo reported that he is back to 90% duties.
2 burglaries took place in Kilsby. One was a very serious incident of aggravated burglary in The Banks, which took place between 20.45 and 21.45 on 29th March. CID are currently investigating and are appealing for information on unusual cars around at that time. Please contact 999 if you feel something is wrong or there is an emergency.
In addition there has been 1 arrest at DIRFT, theft from an HGV and criminal damage.

There is currently tightened security following the London terrorist attack.

Crick Parish Council are arranging dates for a meeting with representatives from Kilsby Parish Council and the Pro Logis to discuss the roles of the funded PCSOs. Councillors Fisher and Thompson agreed to represent the Parish Council on  26 April at 0930 in Crick.

	DDC is now in purdah due to the upcoming elections.

 District Councillor C Lomax reported that she attended a Local Plan Steering Group.  If Daventry NE development area is slow in coming forward then the housing split between Urban and Rural areas will need to be reassessed. A bill is currently going through parliament to force developers to commence works within 2 years of gaining permission.

	County Councillor Longley reported that Stephensons Court Day Care Unit will become self-funding and users will have to pay to attend.

Crick canal bridge will have a pedestrian bridge added at a cost of £200K of which £90K has been funded by DIRFT contingency fund. This money is available to improve highway infrastructure affected by DIRFT which was not seen as an issue when DIRFT was built. 

Councillor Longley will provide a report for the Annual Parish Meeting on 10th May 17.

NCC Budget has been set at £417M with more money put into Adult Social Care. Highway repairs will still be under funded.

The Police will be staying at Wootton Hall. It is not clear yet whether this will mean that an alternative site needs to be found for the proposed Dementia Village.

An application has been submitted for an additional Care Home in Daventry with 89 beds.
