It was resolved that subject to a positive response to the questionnaire to be circulated to all residents, by the community shop committee, confirming a positive mandate to the project, the Parish Council is prepared to offer a loan of £25,000 to purchase the shop building and facilities, on condition that the building would be on first charge to the Parish Council should the venture fail.

Kilsby Parish Council ask that traffic improvement works at the Crick Road/Kilsby Lane junction to provide a ghost island and right turning facility and road widening be carried out at the start of this development.
A footpath to be requested from Crick Road to the Kilsby side of the canal to allow safe pedestrian use of Kilsby lane.

A reserve of 6-12 months is considered reasonable so this would necessitate a larger than usual precept demand for 2018/19 to try and bolster reserves.
It was agreed that a clear mandate from residents should be confirmed by looking at the response to the questionnaire to be sent out soon by the Community Shop committee.
It was resolved that subject to a positive response to the questionnaire to be circulated to all residents by the community shop committee confirming a positive mandate to the project, 
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	the Parish Council is prepared to offer a loan of £25,000 to purchase the shop building and facilities, on condition that the building would be on first charge to the Parish Council should the venture fail. Realistic and reasonable re-payment terms to be agreed.
